You can start the activity by asking the pupils to name the situations in which Brian felt invisible. Here are some questions you can use with your pupils to engage them more:1. How did Micah and J.T. choose friends for their teams? Was it fair? How do you choose players for different activities? Have you ever felt left out? How did it make you feel?2. Did Madison and her friends want to hurt him by talking about the party on purpose? Could they have been more sensitive? Have you ever been in a situation where others talked about a fun activity you haven't participated in? How did it make you feel?3. How did Brian make himself visible to Justin?By making pupils think about these questions and responding to them, you make them work on their social- emotional skills. They reflect on how they would feel and how others feel.

It allows us to havecompassion for others, relate to friends, family and even strangers. When we can feel for others it has a positive impact on the world.
